COMMENTS FROM WESTHILL ALUMNI, PARENTS, AND COLLEGE PROFESSORS

As a parent I feel your classes offer the students practical information that makes them think beyond the realm of what is usually taught at school.

I was able to obtain work co-ops over other students during my college career based on my CAD skills learned since ninth grade.

A student obtained 70’s in his PLTW courses throughout high school.  He attended Morrisville Community College.  He helped the Morrisville instructor teach Inventor, obtained a 3.4 GPA and transferred to Rochester Institute of Technology majoring in Mechanical Engineering.

My beginning and advanced electronics courses were much easier in college with the background I received in Digital Electronics in high school.

RIT mechanical engineering professor Bill Leonard: 

“I know the students who have taken PLTW courses in High School.  When I give a design problem the PLTW students pack up their books and start accomplishing the task.  Students who have not taken the courses look confused and do not know how to get started.” 

One of our Westhill Alumni went to Cornell for Mechanical Engineering.  His design team could finish projects more quickly then others due to his CAD experience in High School.

Many students who have not majored in Engineering in college but took PLTW courses here at Westhill have commented that their course work in college seemed easier then their peers felt it was.

In my automotive classes at OCC I had to take Automotive Electronics courses.  The content was the same as what I did in my Digital electronics courses here at Westhill.
