You will create 2 portfolios this year, one for WRT 105, and another for ETS 142.  Although these may seem like “busy” work, I assure you that they have validity!  Think of the portfolio as your resume for advancement. It is a way to show how much work you have completed, and how that work has affected your growth as a reader, writer, and critical thinker.  You might also be able to use the portfolio as a means to gain credits for specific courses that you feel are similar to your SUPA experience.
