In October 2015, the district community approved renovations to the 3rd floor of the high school academic wing,
which had not been renovated since the school was built in 1962. This project continues the next phase with the
renovations of the 1st and 2nd floors.

Additional components of the Capital Project are those items considered most urgent and necessary to meet the
future-ready learning needs of all students, the safety and security for all staff and students, and the facility needs for
long-term building operation and maintenance.

Vision screening for color perception, distance, and near vision acuity will
be required for new entrants within 6 months of admission to school.

Hearing screening utilizing pure tone testing will be required for new
entrants within 6 months of admission to school and in grades K, 1, 3, 5, 7,
and 11.

Scoliosis screening will be required in grades 5 and 7 for girls and grade
9 for boys.
